Northern Approach Road

WORKS UPDATE

Work undertaken between August 2024 and December 2024

Since the summer, visual aspects of the
Rapid Transit System have really started to
take shape.

The island which separates the new bus
lane from Northern Approach Road has
been installed. This will provide a clear
separation between the existing road, the
bus lane and the new cycle / footway

The kerbing works along the route of the
bus lane and cycle lanes have been
completed

All lighting columns for the eastern
footway have been installed with the
lanterns reused from the existing columns

WORKS UPDATE (CONTD)

» Bruff Close has been surfaced together
with the construction of the new footways,
installation of the new bus stops and
associated signing

 The electrical connections for the new
permanent traffic signals between Mill
Road and Wallace Road have been made

» The signalised pedestrian crossing north of
Wallace Road has been realigned with new
kerbs, tactile paving and footway

« The full surfacing of Mill Road junction
commenced, together with the works to pull
cables through for the new traffic signals

* Filter drains and gullies have been installed
between Bruff Close and Wallace Road

 The footway between Wallace Road and
Dickenson Road has been realigned to
accommodate the revised junction layout

* The extensive planting of the trees and new
hedging along the route has commenced

* Types of tree being installed include Silver
Birch, Hornbeam, London Plane and Small-
leaved Lime and replace the shrubbery which
was removed from the boundary line when the
scheme commenced

* The trees are already semi-mature and will
serve as an additional noise barrier for the
residents from the sound from the road and the
bus lane

What next and what Impacts?

The Rapid Transit system works on Northern Approach Road are close to completion with some
key elements to be undertaken in early part of the new year.

Within the site boundaries or no traffic management impact

* The continuation of street furniture installation including street lighting, road signs, benches
and bins. There will not be any traffic management impacts for these works, but during the
lighting works there may be times when workers are visible on high platforms

+ Installation of pedestrian guard railing at the pedestrian crossings
+ Installation and commissioning of traffic signals for all sections of the RTS route

+ Continuation of the landscaping works to plant further semi-mature trees, low level shrubs
and seeding (all within the site boundaries)

* Acoustic fencing to be installed within the central reserve

Works requiring traffic management

Works: We need to raise the carriageway levels of Wallace Road and Dickenson Road to meet
the levels of the Northern Approach Road. In order for this work to be effective, a limited amount
of material can be laid each shift as it needs to cool in time for the road to be reopened in the
morning.

Impact: A series of overnight closures are required with Wallace Road serving as the diversion
route when Dickenson is closed and vice versa. The Nayland Road bus gate will be suspended
during these closures

Date and time: Jan 20™ to Feb 20" Mon-Fri only between 8pm and 5am (TBC)

Works: We need to return to Mill Road to finish the cutting of the traffic signal loops at the Mill
Road junction and resurfacing where the adverse weather prevented the works from being
completed during the late November / early December night closures

Impact: A series of overnight closures are required (as above)

Date and time: The dates are to be confirmed but will be in conjunction with the Wallace /
Dickenson junction works

What next? (continued)

Works requiring traffic management

Works: Full resurfacing of the Northern Approach Road for the whole length of the Rapid
Transit System route. This includes all carriageway line markings

Impact: A series of overnight closures are required. Local traffic can access the estate via
Wallace Road when the Dickenson junction is closed and vice versa.

A signed diversion will be in place for all other traffic

Date and time: The dates are to be confirmed
