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Braintree LHP Cycling Schemes 

In January 2013 the Braintree LHP Members recommended the following two 
schemes. 

• IT753 John Ray Park, Braintree – Cycleway
o £100,000 contribution from the Braintree LHP

• IT754 Vernon Way to Blackwater Way, Braintree – Cycleway
o £30,000 contribution from the Braintree LHP

In September 2013, both schemes were cancelled from the LHP programme and 
passed to Braintree District Council to deliver.  

The Vernon Way to Blackwater Way scheme was delivered in November 2015. 
(Please see attached picture)  

The Braintree LHP schemes have been programmed for delivery this financial year. 
However, the LHP members recommended £30,000 towards the scheme in 2013, 
would the Members be content to the contribution from the 2017/18 financial year’s 
budget. 

The John Ray Park scheme is currently in the process of going out to tender and I 
would appreciate the panel members views on whether they would also like to 
contribute the recommendation of £100,000 from the 2017/18 financial year’s 
budget. 

I would like to make the LHP members aware that the Braintree LHP budget is 
currently £407,789. However, I cannot confirm the 2017/18 financial year budget 
until it has been announced by ECC.
